Sample Learning Goals:
2.2 Entering Traffic, Precision Turns: Stopped and Moving

The student will demonstrate the ability to make precision left and right turns from a stopped and from a moving position. Each step of the turn will be accuracy executed.

3.2 Introduction to LOS-POT
The student will demonstrate the ability to identify line of sight and path of travel restrictions that might affect the control of the targeting path.

8.3 Hill Stops and Starts
The student will be able to demonstrate the ability to park and resume travel on up and down hill grades
10.1 Entering and Exiting Highway (limited exposure)

The student will be able to demonstrate the ability to use entry and exit ramps for freeways, expressways, etc.
Sample Performance Objectives:
The student must demonstrate knowledge and successful in-vehicle performance of the following Key Behavioral Patterns for Risk Prevention Habits:

· All “entry” and “vehicle readiness” protocols
· Use of signal lights

· Legal and smooth stops

· Search intersection’s left, front, right zones

· Identifying LOS’s
· Identifying POT’s

· Side position for hill parking – legal 
· Forward position for hill parking  

· Turn wheels

· Vehicle Securing Protocol
Sample In-Car Activities: 

The in-car instructor/risk manager will
· Ask students to demonstrate required behaviors and patterns of performance on a predetermined route. 

· Observe that the performance is satisfactory. 
· Coach and cue the student for correct performance and make additional observations. 
· Give immediate positive feed back when performance is correct. 
· Ask students to explain rational behind various behaviors and provide further explanations using appropriate texts and materials when necessary. 

The driver will
· Demonstrate required behaviors and patterns of performance. 

· Answer pertinent questions
The observing student will

· Observe correct and incorrect driver performance.

· Give positive feedback when asked to do so.

· Answer questions when asked to do so. 
Common Errors

· Butt out of seat, left foot not on dead pedal
· Windows down - Doors unlocked 
· Headlights off
· Turns wheel before turning head
· Improper timing of steering recovery

· Failure to stop in legal location

· Late or no signal

· No rear zone check prior to re-entering traffic

· Failure to search intersection LFR

· Unaware of LOS-POT problems – brakes late or not at all
