SAMPLE

Traffic Safety Education - Lesson Plan

Prerequisites:

Show familiarity with Controls orientation and basic targeting including lane positioning.  Currently maintain 80% or higher  (cumulative) in Classwork [Instead of just saying “Mod 1" which doesn’t really remind an instructor what the previous learning was or what is needed to be able to continue forward in the lesson sequencing ]
Learning Goal:
The student will understand and demonstrate the ability to utilize Los-Pot recognition procedures, and perform basic vehicle maneuvers while recognizing and adhering to regulatory and traffic control devices.

Performances/ Objectives:
During this session the student will demonstrate pre-start procedures, following time, lane control, lane selection, pavement marking/sign identification,  targeting, approaching intersections, lane changes, following distance, positioning of turns, stopping, and securing procedures. In addition, students will be able to differentiate between protected and unprotected left turns [All items directly from In Car Sessions]
Teacher Activities:

Review route for changes or obstructions.


Review objectives for lesson with drivers.


Evaluate pre-start, start, and moving from curb procedures.


Review, guide, and supervise visual tracking, scanning, and speed control techniques.


Review, guide, and supervise Los-Pot Identification and adjustment techniques.


Review, guide, and supervise yield, intersection approach, and turning techniques.


Review, guide, and supervise both parking and vehicle securing techniques.


Review, guide, and supervise lane changing techniques. 

Students Activities:  
Students complete all skills mentioned above with minimal assistance from the teacher.  Students will perform independently a minimum of three times.
Rear Seat Student Activities:


Shows permit at the start of lesson.


Listens to review of procedures.


Watches and observes lesson.


Watches demonstration of each activity.


Verbally reviews procedures while driver is performing procedures in each area.


Comments on effectiveness of vision line of sight and path of travel concerns.


Prepares for their own driving experience.
